Harrison Howell, played by Dave Adams, was either the stage manager or an actor and it was slightly confusing as to which as part of the time he was dressed in bits of both costumes.  John Anderson and Keith Payne were the two gangsters and I genuinely laughed at some of their antics, particularly when they supposedly end up on ‘stage’ in those ridiculous clown outfits over the gangster clothes.  This was an occasion when dressing in both bits of costume worked effectively.  Alan Ingram made a good father figure as Harry Trevor and Baptisa desperate to get his older daughter married off and out of his house and ‘lack’ of control.  Hattie, played at the matinee by Brenda Turner, sang the opening song well, but she like all the other players had to contend with the over loud orchestra which at times overpowered the singing.  She and Wardrobe Lady, Karen Brace, worked well together.  Ralph/Hortensio, Mike Williams and Hiran de Silva as Stagehand and Gremio were good foils to both Petrucchio and Lucentio.  Denis Smith as the doorman in his little stage door set, and Bobby Youle as the naïve Paul who mixes up the recipient of the bouquet, played two good cameo roles.

Overall, despite the difficulties that you are all too aware of with the music, the company worked hard on this show.  Thank you for inviting me and I look forward to your next production.
